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MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIR

Dear KABA Members,

2007 was a very good year for KABA and the communities and members it serves.
KABA, and its predecessor Kenosha Area Development Corporation, has long been
a model of the private / public partnership that many communities strive to emulate
to foster economic development. The fruits of that process were never more
evident than they were in 2007.

Work progressed on preparing the 500-acre site Abbott Labs bought for its future
use. While the site’s eventual use remains somewhat of a mystery, the fact that

it will be a “shovel-ready” site of significant size ready to accommodate a major
pharmaceutical or healthcare related industry should be a huge plus for the greater
Kenosha community. After all, one of the projected fastest growing industries is
the healthcare and pharmaceuticals. Kenosha County’s location near the cluster of
stalwart industries in this sector such as Baxter,Abbott and others in Lake County,
lllinois should make this site highly attractive to accommodate growth.

While another major project was not announced until the first week of January
2008, KABA's staff and the Village of Pleasant Prairie worked diligently during 2007
to facilitate the decision by ULINE to relocate its corporate campus from lllinois to a 200-acre site just south of the Abbott site.
This site will relatively soon be home to almost 1,000 jobs.

While Abbott and ULINE continue to grab the headlines, there has been a strong pattern of growth in existing industries that are
expanding and new companies that are evolving organically. KABA's staff had one of its busiest years in a long time working with
companies that were expanding existing facilities or looking for new sites.

But KABA is about more than the projects that make the news. Many of the services provided to the members never grab the
attention of headlines, but are equally important to the companies and personnel who choose to participate in KABA. Human
resources and personnel training services, low-interest rate loans and providing information and resources to member companies
are equally important in Kenosha's future growth and development.

As 2007 drew to a close, storm clouds were beginning to form on the horizon. The housing industry was in a severe slump, the
impacts of the sub-prime loan debacle were impacting other sectors of the economy, the uncertainty created by a presidential
election was prevalent earlier in the process than ever and the stock market was looking to get closer to the 12,000 level than the
15,000 level. It will be difficult for communities to avoid the impacts of these national phenomena.

The evidence of change was also noticeable locally. The year 2008 will mark the first time in 16 years that Kenosha will have a new
Mayor. On behalf of KABA’s membership, | would like to take this opportunity to publicly thank Mayor John Antaramian for his
outstanding leadership and service to the City of Kenosha. Mayor Antaramian has been a progressive leader who has championed the
cause of economic development on behalf of all of us. His leadership will positively affect the entire Kenosha area for decades to come.

As with any growing community, the Kenosha area faces many challenges which will test the mettle of its collective leadership.

The attempt to extend commuter rail to Milwaukee, and beyond, remains high on the priority list. Taxes and the need to expand
services with decreasing financial resources will be of interest to businesses and citizens alike. Healthcare. Recession. Energy cost
and availability. The environment. Education. Skilled Workforce. All of these were recently identified by local businesses in the
“KABA Executive Economic Outlook Survey” as concerns. While these latter ones tend to be considered “national” concerns,
solutions will emerge from local leadership.

Being a businessperson is never an easy task. Many folks rely upon business to solve problems and provide the leadership to
implement the solutions. KABA stands ready to assist its member businesses and the communities of Kenosha County in these

volatile and exciting times.

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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear KABA Members,

On behalf of the Board of Directors, committees, and staff, | am pleased to
present the 2007 Kenosha Area Business Alliance (KABA) Annual Report.

KABA works diligently to generate private sector investment and employment
growth through a number of development initiatives while providing a broad
range of services to member companies and the community at large. This report
provides an overview of those activities during the past year and other relevant
information about the organization.

Notable in 2007, were efforts to assist Kenosha County’s largest industrial
employer. As a result, Chrysler announced, in June, plans for a significant
investment in the Kenosha Engine Plant. The facility will be re-tooled to
accommodate production of a new line of fuel efficient V-6 engines. The project
represents a several hundred million dollar capital investment and the retention
of at least 700 high-paying manufacturing positions. KABA worked closely with
Kenosha County, the City of Kenosha, Governor Doyle’s administration and the Wisconsin Department of Commerce to secure
Chrysler’'s commitment to re-invest in the plant.

Another major economic development win was announced just after year’s end on January 3,2008. Uline founders and owners,
Dick and Liz Uihlein, were joined by Governor Doyle and company and community officials as they shared plans for a new
corporate headquarters and campus in Pleasant Prairie. Uline expects to break ground during 2008, and they project that they
will employ as many as 1,000 workers in Kenosha County within 5 years.

These projects, and others referenced here-in, are major contributors to Kenosha County’s continued development and
diversification. During 2007, KABA committed over $4 million in financing for economic development projects. KABA loan
funds leveraged another $15.8 million in private financing and positively impacted companies that employ more than 650 area
workers. A new production facility for Five Star Coatings, an expansion of Reflective Concepts’ Kenosha factory, and the
acquisition of a new headquarters facility for JHT Holdings are among the projects that KABA committed to funding.

On the employers association side of the ledger, KABA was extremely active in 2007. Employee training and professional
development programs were again a major resource for KABA member firms. These programs continue to be expanded and
enhanced, including the introduction of Current Issues/Employment Law Workshops and increased Spanish language offerings.
In addition, two new roundtables were introduced: one tailored to Human Resource professionals and the other designed to
serve industrial firms working on lean manufacturing initiatives. KABA also worked with HR Professionals from Kenosha and
Racine to establish a local Society of Human Resource Management (SHRM) chapter.

Through its Education Foundation, KABA continued its active support of Kenosha’s education system including an elementary
school mentoring program, college scholarships, continued support of the Lakeview Technology Academy, sponsorship of academic
skills competitions, and a financial contribution to Gateway Technical College’s Horizon Center for Transportation Technology.

KABA relies heavily on its members and public sector investors to finance its programs and economic development initiatives.
Thank you for your continued interest in, and support of, the Kenosha Area Business Alliance and its work to continually
improve the Kenosha Area as a place to do business, work, and live.
